the trail heads east, crossing into the Park at
0.5 miles. At 1.7 miles, one turns south at a
trail junction, following signs to Sphagnum Bog.
At 2.1 miles, the route turns south again at a
second signed trail junction. The trail ends at
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To explore the wetlands, walk cross-country to
the east behind the horse hitching rail at the
Crater Springs loop. Within 50 yards, one
comes to a small 1-acre fen. Circle this fen on
the north and east, then follow its drainage
swale south for 250 yards, over a few downed
trees, to the upper fen. One can then hike
along the drier meadow on the eastern edge of
this fen for another 300 yards to a lower fen.
